FBi and the architec-
tural firm Pike-McFarland-Hall Associates had re-
cently completed the design and construction of the
40,000 sf Horry County Health Department. Based
on the success of that project and other projects for
Horry County, FBi was awarded the design/build con-

tract.

The design team worked closely with Gary Watson, Director of Construction and Maintenance for Horry
County, and Brent Taylor, Director of Parks and Recreation for Horry County, to design a facility that met the
needs of the recreation department, budget restrictions, and the unique design requirements of the Horry
County Building and Maintenance Department.

Construction of the $4 million 42,000 sf facility began November 20,
2008 and was completed November 7, 2009. The facility includes
offices, two community rooms, kitchen/concession area, exercise
room, common area for games, and a full size gym that seats 300+. It
is also AAU approved to hold sanction basketball tournaments. The
gym includes two cross courts with automatic and height adjustable
goals and volleyball courts. There is also an elevated walking track
